That is why we are deeply saddened to 

inform you that yesterday we lost a member of the Sundown family.  We are all in shock over this 

tragic loss.  

 

Bob Taylor, our Senior Lighting Consultant based at our Pomona Branch was on a long vacation 

in Montana, touring on one of his "beloved" Harleys when he suddenly had a deer run out in front 

of his motorcycle. He crashed on the highway and was taken to a local hospital with what were 

thought to be moderate injuries. We had every reason to believe that he was doing great and 

would be all right. We were talking with him in the hospital, he was sending emails on Sunday 

night...but complications from surgery yesterday - took his life. 

 

Bob was a great leader in the lighting and electrical industry, having run Twin Lighting for 25 

years before joining forces with Sundown Lighting.  Bob was an excellent electrician, business 

owner, and a hard working guy that earned the respect and admiration of a large customer base 

as well as his colleagues here.  His humor, talent and friendship will be sorely missed by all of us.
